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Your Home and Flue Requirements

When selecting your stove, your local Gazco retailer will need to make sure it's suitable for your home. Firstly, you need to know what fuel type you will be using. Secondly, you will need to be aware

of what type of chimney or flue you have. If you do not have a chimney then don't worry, Gazco have models developed to suit your home too!
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Conventional Flue - Gas

Conventional flue systems are easily recognisable as either a conventional brick or stone

chimney or pre-fabricated chimney system. Should your home have none of these at

present, it is usually possible to have a pre-fabricated system installed if required.

The chimney stack rises well above the
roofline and is topped by a traditional
chimney pot or gas terminal.
